Sideline: (New for Fall 2010) Both teams will be on the same sideline with all spectators on
the opposite sideline, across from the team that they are supporting. Coaching will
be allowed to coach from the sidelines as long as the coach remains within the standard
team area (ten yards on either side of the midfield line). Each team’s head coach is
responsible for the behavior of their team’s players, coaches, & supporters. If the coach
runs into any issues, he or she should contact the league for assistance.

Substitutions: In order to have players substitute into the game, they must be ready to enter the game
at the half field line prior to the stoppage of play. Teams may make substitutions on
either team’s goal kick or kick-off. The team in possession of the ball may make
substitutions on a throw-in or corner kick. The team NOT in possession of the ball may
make substitutions on a throw-in or corner kick if the team in possession of the ball is
also substituting.

Season Notes: The last teams scheduled for the division each week must clean the field of all trash.
Home teams supply the game ball. No one is allowed behind the goal line. Please be
alert and drive slowly in the parking lots. The referees are our children too; encourage,
compliment and thank them. Inappropriate sideline behavior will not be tolerated. The
winning team (both teams if game is a tie) must email in the game score to their age
commissioner the day of the game.
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
