Appropriately named A Field For All Seasons, our 
$800,000 capital campaign will renovate a modest grass 
field into a large, state-of-the-art, all-weather turf field. 

Because of this year-round training and playing facility, 
with a surface that drains quickly and is resistant to harsh 
weather and wear from heavy traffic, we can reliably bring 
the benefits of our soccer program to more people and 
our grass fields can be properly rotated and maintained.
